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Membership Criteria





Fundamentally, the space is intended as a design studio for use by like minded, relatively new, clean and noise free commercial practises. 





You do not necessarily need to have any design or business training, so long as you are intending to make a living from whatever you are doing, and it’s creative, you are welcome to apply.





What we do ask however is:





That you are willing to attend studio meetings. These will be held once a month and will last around 30 minutes. 





You keep the area you work in reasonably clean and tidy at the end of each day and clean the kitchen /wash your pots as you go along.





The window display space is shared on a monthly rotational basis. If you use it then it is your responsibility to ensure that the window area is clean and empty on the last day of the month for the next person to use.





You supply everything you need for the day to day running of your work. The space you rent will be unfurnished so you will have to bring your own desk and chair, drawing board, computer…

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You sign a 3 month rolling contract showing you intend to rent the space for a minimum of 3 months
